e For those afraid to quit their jobs, the text suggests taking
medical leave, which is easy to do in Russia even without being
sick.

The plan advocates for a strategic, non-violent form of protest through
economic means, emphasizing solidarity and preparation to weaken
the government's position and potentially bring about change.

Responses and Context of Thread:

e The first post outlines a detailed plan, referencing the Euromaidan protests as a
precedent and suggesting that a similar approach could lead Russia out of its crisis. The
proposed plan emphasizes economic disruption through a nationwide strike, leveraging
the upcoming presidential inauguration in May 2024 as a pivotal moment for action.

Follow-up Actions

e Leviathan reports sending the plan to various media resources and opposition figures,
including Navalny's headquarters, Mobilization News, ASTRA, and others, aiming to
spread the idea and gain support.

Responses and Skepticism

e Another user, oocoopaebahl, comments on the difficulty of engaging with anonymous
individuals or groups, noting that they often resort to illegal or unethical methods.

e Leviathan acknowledges this but suggests that the idea could still be adopted and
presented as one's own. Further efforts to distribute the plan are mentioned, including
attempts to reach Mikhail Khodorkovsky, Maxim Katz, and Ukrainian journalists Dmitry
Karpenko and Vladimir Zolkin.

Lack of Response

e |eviathan updates that there has been no significant response to their outreach efforts.

Interaction with Maxim Katz

e An indirect response from Maxim Katz through a YouTube video is mentioned, where
Katz advocates for peaceful and constructive dialogue as the only valid method of
struggle. Leviathan reflects on this, emphasizing the limited time left to act before the
U.S. elections and the potential for further military action and country isolation.

Skeptical Response from Dmitry Karpenko

e A skeptical but not outright dismissive response from Dmitry Karpenko is noted, with
hope that further consideration may occur.

Community Reaction

e User Tik comments on the humor found in video comments about Maxim Katz,
highlighting the polarized views on Katz's stance on peace and dialogue.

Continuing Efforts

e |eviathan notes no new comments or responses but mentions sending the plan to Om
TV and the Freedom of Russia Legion, indicating ongoing efforts to disseminate and
rally support for the plan.
